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Public At-Home Test Distribution Procedures 
1) Purpose:  Establish a process where at-home COVID tests are distributed to the public on behalf of the state through municipalities, libraries, and food shelves.
2) Timeline: Start date, the above Issue Date through end date to-be-determined
3) Actions Needed: Assessing needed volume of tests
a) Estimate the monthly number of people you are serving 

b) Assess the number of tests needed for a 60-day period 

c) Special considerations: At-home tests should only be used by persons aged 2 years old or older
4) Requesting
a) Send this document signed by an authorized representative to AHS.COVIDTesting@vermont.gov 
b) Point of contact should fill out this Request Form
c) If your requested number of tests is unclear, someone from Vermont Department of Health (VDH) will contact you to better understand the needs and come to a solution

5) Distribution

a) Tests are for the purpose of detecting an active COVID-19 infection.

b) Tests should be made available upon request to all members of the public.
i) Up to 4 antigen kits per person (8 tests) 

6) Administrative

a) Maintain a limited access, cool, dry storage space for the bulk of the tests and equipment
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
